nipart Rail has won a contract with Ansaldo to provide a wide range of

equipment and materials, based on new signalling principles, in preparation

for an extended roll-out into the UK’s national network.

Currently there are more than 20 train
control systems across the European
Union. Each train used by a national rail
company has to be equipped with at

least one system but sometimes more,
just to be able to run safely within that
one country. As it reduces the need for
costly lineside signalling, and creates a
better working environment for the driver,
it would bring significant advantages in
terms of maintenance costs savings, safety,

reliability, punctuality and traffic capacity.

The contract includes:-
B |8 Location Cases complete with

racking, wiring and other equipment

9 ERTMS and 4 MCB Relocatable
Equipment Buildings (REBs)
B A signalling control centre

B [ evel crossings.

Under the system, signalling information
is communicated directly to a display

in the driver’s cab using radio messages
sent via the Global System for Mobile
Communications — Railways (GSM-R).

It's best installed as lines are re-signalled, so
when signalling contractors Ansaldo STS Ltd
were given responsibility for the first UK
operational trials of ERTMS, on the Cambrian
Coast section of the Wales and Borders area,

they joined forces with Unipart Rail.

Working closely with Ansaldo from the
start of the design stage the production
involves Unipart Rail’s facilities in Crewe
and York, where Unipart Way tools and
techniques are central to operational
performance, and high customer
expectations are already being exceeded;
especially in the meeting of crucial
delivery schedules.

The contract also calls for the supply

of additional level crossing equipment,
including Dorman’s LED ‘Wig Wags’ and

other mechanical signalling solutions.

routing selected for their trains as they
approach junctions. It does this using
LEDs to show an arrow that confirms
the information shown on the Junction

Electrical connections are to the same

standards as the rest of this range and

so are the power supply arrangements,
meaning that the new LED PRI

can be easily integrated with the

existing interlocking.
